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"The political scenes in India were changing with dra-
matic suddenness. A short while after Ambedkar's arrival in
London, India mourned the saddest death of her great son,
Lokmanya Tilak. In the wake of this misfortune, surged up
and spread the politics and influence of the Gandhian move-
ment. Ambedkar described these times, a few years later, as
‘the dark age of India.' "3°
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"Karl Marx also influenced Dr. Ambedkar. The theory of
class struggle was critically appreciated by him. He was
aware of the ruthless exploitation of the poor going on all
over the world. In India the poor were exploited by not only
the rich but also by the so-called caste Hindus. While point-
ing out the differences between class and caste he observed
that the downtrodden people in India were the last to be
hired and the first to be fired. He was of the opinion that
only those who were under the fetters of slavery could them-
selves remove their slavery. Those on whom exploitation is
imposed should unite with the realization of being slaves and
revolt against it. But he differed from Marx on one point:
that the suffeing is not only due to economic exploitation but
also due to social exploitation." 3*
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"We have considered so far the social, historical and
religious background, which served to shape Ambedkar's life
and thought. The inhuman social conditions of the servile
classes - the Shudras and the Untouchables - naturally, stirred
his sensitive mind. So he anxiously devoted the earlier part
of his life to the work of discovering the causes, which led to
the development of the social system in India with its atten-
dant evils of caste and untouchability.” 32
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*Buddhism has its own long and noble tradition of schol-
arship, and of education of the young, with the result that
some of the traditionally Buddhist countries of South-East
Asia have an unusually high rate of literacy for Asia. It has
encouraged equality of social opportunity but without frantic
economic competition. Buddhist values have inculcated a
respect for the environment and a realistic attitude towards
the importance of material things, an attitude which sees the
folly of plundering and extravagantly wasting what cannot be
replaced. For Buddhism has not encouraged ideas of domi-
nance, in the sense that man should, by some divine sanc-
tion, dominate either his environment, or his fellowmen."*
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"The Buddhist prescription was a plan for dealing with
those other factors, psychological, social and political. Simi-
larly Karl Marx insisted that it was the disease of which nine-
teenth-century European religion was the symptom which had
to be dealt with, not merely the symptoms themselves. Both
Buddhism ad Marxism are based on a philosophical rather than
a theological view of the human situaton, and both envisage
the solution in terms of 'cells’ or growth-points, characterized
by the respective principles of corporate existence which each
sets out, and devoted to the dissemination of these prin-
ciples in theory and in action. Both envisage a stage at
which the growth of these revolutionary cells will enable the
centre of political and economic power to be brought whithin
the revolutionary sphere. In the Marxist case this is a clearly
defined aim and constitutes 'the revolution' par excellence,
to be achieved if necessary by violence; in the Buddhist case
it is less clearly defined as a conscious aim of the Sangha's

"Now with this introduction, I propose to give you a few
salient points in Buddhism and in Marxism or Communism in
order to show you where the similarity of ideals lies and where
the differences arise between Buddhism and Marxism. And
thirdly, whether the Buddhist way of the life of reaching the
goal which Communism has is a lasting one, or whether the
Communist way of bringing about the goal is the lasting one.
Because there is no use in pursuing a certain path, if that
path is not going to be a lasting path, if it is going to lead you
to jungle, if it is going to lead you to anarchy, there is no use
pursuing it.

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"Then, when Plato was twenty-three, came the Tory
revolution of 404, led by his own relatives; the tense days of
the oligarchic terror, and the brave defiance of the Thirty by
Socrates; the death of Critias and Charmides, the restoration
of the democracy, the trial and death of Socrates all the
world seemed to collapse about the once carefree youth, and
he fled from Athens as if it were a haunted city. He found
some comfort at Megara in the home of Eucleides, and then
at Cyrene, perhaps with Aristippus; thence he appears to
have gone to Egypt and studied the mathematical and his-
torical lore of the priests. About 395 he was back in Athens,
and a year later fought for the city at Corinth. About 387 he
set forth again, studied the Pythagorean philosophy with
Archytas at Taras and with Timaeus at Locri, passed over to

Obviously, Sikhism is the best. If the Depressed Classes join
Islam or Christianity, they not only go out of the Hindu reli-
gion, but they also go out of the Hindu culture. On the other
hand, if they become Sikhs they remain within the Hindu cul-
ture. This is by no means a small advantage to the Hindus.

" 'What the consequences of conversion will be to the
country as a whole, he continued, is well worth bearing in
mind. Conversion to Islam or Christianity will denationalize
the Depressed Classes. If they go over to Islam, the number
of Muslims would be doubled; and the danger of Muslim domi-
nation also becomes real. If they go over to Christianity, the
numerical strength of the Christians becomes five to six crores.
It will help to strengthen the hold of Britain on the country.
On the other hand, if they embrace Sikhism, they will not only
not harm the destiny of the country but they will help the
destiny of the country. They will not be denationalized. On
the contrary, they will be a help in the political advancement
of the country. Thus it is in the interests of the country that
the Depressed Classes, if they are to change their faith, should

go over to Sikhism,' " 43

Abstractions also are real
in this sense; individual acts of virtue have a brief existence,
but virtue remains as a permanent reality for thought, and an
instrument of thought; so with beauty, largeness, likeness,
and so forth; these are as real to the mind as beautiful, large,
or like things are real to the sense. Individual acts or things
are what they are by partaking of, and more or less realizing,
these perfect forms or Ideas. The world of science and phi-
losophy is composed not of individual things, but of Ideas;
history, as distinct from biography, is the story of man; biol-
ogy is the science not of specific organisms, but of life; math-
ematics is the study not of concrete things but of number,
relation, and form independently of things and yet as valid for
all things. Philosophy is the science of Ideas.” 46
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"Ambedkar was probably the first to grapple with the
implications of the Lahore resolution of the Muslim League, in
1940, for a separate Pakistan in a full-length study, ‘Pakistan
or the Partition of India'. He felt that the appeal of Pakistan
for the Muslim masses was on account of the failure of the
Congress to strive for social reforms and democratize SOCi-
ety. He repeated these concerns in an important paper pre-
sented on the 101th birth anniversary of Ranade at the Gokhale
Institute, Poona, in 1943. He argued that once an identity
becomes a political force then the consequences of its for-
mation have to be faced. Once Muslims constituted them-
selves on a separate platform, in a decisive sense, he saw no
alternative to forging an identity-based front to demand a
share of power. It led to the founding of the Scheduled
Caste Federation (SCF) in July 1942 in the wake of the Cripps
Mission, in that year. Ambedkar began to project the Sched-
uled Castes as a third party, other than Hindus and Muslims,
in the constitutional developments sought in India." 47

The teacher
never touched the notebooks of the untouchab!e students.
Some of them did not even ask them to recite poems or put

any questions to them for fear of being polluted. Ambedkar
had to face humiliation.

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"All that man is, is the result of what he has thought;
he is founded on his thoughts; he is made up of his thoughts.
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If he speaks or acts with an 'evil thought’, ‘pain’ follows him;
if he speaks or acts with a 'pure thought' 'happiness’ follows
him; therefore, 'pure thoughts', according to Dr. Ambedkar,
are important and conducive to individual happiness and so-
cial wellbeing.

He says that all wise men are just, because they guard -
their thoughts carefully, and their thoughts, being 'well-guided’,
bring happiness to them and to the society, as a whole. This
requires mindfulness. For, as rain breaks through an ill-thatched
house, 'passion’ will break through an unreflecting mind. It
will not break through a 'well-reflecting mind'. It is essential
to tame the mind. It, then, will bring happiness to oneself
and to others, otherwise a wrongly 'directed mind' will do him
(and society as well) 'greater mischief'. Obviously, 'In every-
thing be thoughtful; in everything be mindful; in all things be
earnest and bold,' are maxims, which give us the quintes-
sence of the Buddhist way of life." 183
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"On his conversion Ambedkar was profusely garianded
by his closest devotees. D. Valisinha presented Dr. Ambedkar
and Mrs.Savita Ambedkar with an image of Lord Buddha. Dr.
Ambedkar then declared: 'By discarding my ancient religion
which stood for inequality and oppression today I am reborn.
I have no faith in the philosophy of incarnatien; and it is
wrong and mischievous to say that Buddha was an incarna-
tion of Vishnu. I am no more a devotee of any Hindu god or
goddess. I will not perform Shraddha. I wili strictly follow the
eightfold path of Buddha. Buddhism is a true religion and I will

lead a life guided by the three principles of knowledge, right
path and compassion." 185
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"The political data have been fully considered by Rhys
Davids. They belong aimost wholly to the age contempora-
neous with Buddha. The Kosala sam. of the Sn.speaks of the
familiar relations of Buddha with the king of Kosala, and men-
tions the war between Pasenadi and Ajatasattu. It may be
noted that the relations between Buddha and Ajatasattu ap-
pear just the opposite of those established at the end of the
Samanna phalasutta which may, therefore, be regarded later
than the bulk of the Kosala sam. (The relations established in
the Samannaphala apparently continued to the end, as is
indicated by the Mahaparinibbana.)" 18
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"Buddha was opposed to dogmatism which he sought
to replace by a profoundly based critical attitude. He
recognised certain problems to be logically indeterminate and
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on these preserved silence. Buddha was very practlca!. He
wanted action and not mere speculations which can in no
way lead one to the goal.

"The greatness of Buddha's personality is manifest from
the fact that no other individual has left as strong an impres-
sion on the history of Indian culture as he. He has. been
regarded as the very embodiment of knowledge (Bodhi) and

Love (Karuna)." 187
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"What was the philosophy of the eastern priest-kings or
rather the way of life from which sprang their philosophy?
The authority of Buddha can scarcely be held in doubt. Bud-
dha was born and had spent his life in the non-Brahm!n!c
east, and his ideology is also classified as a non-Brahmlplc
- one. He opposed both the extremes of ascetic seif-mortifi-
. cation and materialistic hedonism."” 188
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"With Plato's account of Socrates, the difficulty is quite
a different one from what it is in the case of Xenophon,
namely, that it is very hard to judge how far Plato means to
portray the historical Socrates, and how far he intends the
person called 'Socrates' in his dialogues to be merely the
mc?uthpiece of his own-opinions. Plato, in addition to being a
philosopher, is an imaginative writer of great genius and charms.
No one supposes, and he himself does not seriously pretend,
that the conversations in his dialogues took place just as he
records them. Nevertheless, at any rate in the earlier dia-
logues, the conversation is completely natural and the char-
acters quite convincing. It is the excellence of Plato as a
writer of fiction that throws doubt on him as historian. His
Socrates is a consistent and extraordinarily interesting char-
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acter, far beyond the power of most men to invent: but I
think Plato could have invented him. Whether he did so is of
course another question." 190
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"He has been a soldier, and has remained at his post, as
he was ordered to do. Now 'God orders me to fulfil the
philosopher's mission of searching into myself and other men,’
and it would be as shameful to desert his post now as in time
of battle. Fear of death is not wisdom, since no one knows
whether death may not be the greater good. If he were
offered his life on condition of ceasing to speculate as he has
done hitherto, he would reply: 'Men of Athens, I honour and
love you; but I shall obey God rather than you, and while I
have life and strength I shall never cease from the practice
and teaching of philosophy, exhorting any one whom I meet...

He had started a new college at Aurangabad,
and the foundation-stone of the new building for the college
at Aurangabad was laid a few days later, on September 1, by
the president of the Indian Republic, Dr. Rajendra Prasad,
who paid a glowing tribute to Ambedkar for his erudition and
for his zeal in spreading education among the poor classes.

He commended highly the aims and |deals of the People's
Education society." 1%°
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"Dr Ambedkar's inspiring leadership had stimulated the
rise of a whole army of local leaders and activists. All these
men had two things in common - immaculately clean attire
and impressive oratory. Their oratory drew on Babasaheb's
concepts and teaching. Though most activists had only rudi-
mentary education, fired by Ambedkar's ideology, they spoke
logically and with great conviction. Their language was close
to the rural idiom, and hence went straight to the hearts of
their listeners. It didn't matter if someone said 'late India's
Prime Minister' instead of 'India's late Prime Minister'. The
audience was never pedantic. Those rough-and-ready speak-
ers were one with their audience.” 20!
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"Important events on our social calendar were

Ambedkar's birthday and public meetings. Ambedkar’s birth-
day brought a huge procession, and those who participated
were dressed in their festive best. At its head, the proces-

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sion had a massive photograph of Ambedkar on a bullock-cart
or a truck. There were firecrackers, and euphoric youth playing
lezim - a small, belled contraption - and throwing colours in
the air. If ever someone had the audacity to join the proces-
sion drunk, he was given a beating he would never forget.
Women activists, dressed all in white, were an important part
of the procession." 202
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. "The most profound way in which Babasaheb Ambedkar
influenced my father's generation was to teach them the
importance of education. 'Educate, Unite and Agitate' did
not remain a mere slogan; it became the vow of the entire
Dalit community. So Dada was always watchful about our
studies. If we didn't study enough and scored low marks, he
did not hesitate to thrash us. Though there was no effusive
praise for a good report card, his face would light up looking
at it. His eyes sparkled with such love and pride that we
didn't mind his silent appreciation.” 202
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"Before the actual meetings started, there were musi-
cal programmes. People loved to hear martial songs pre-
sented by reputed shahirs or folk poets, who played on a
simple drum called a duf, to accompany the songs. Later,
these jalsas came to be replaced by bands. The bands did
not play popular songs; their music was based on folk music,
and it looked to Ambedkar's life and philosophy for its con-
tent, presented in the form of lilting songs. One of the
chartbusters in Wadala went, 'Bhimrao is my soulmate...." It
was even played at weddings and the listeners were spell-

bound every time they heard it." 204
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" In a historic event in 1873, Jyotiba Phule, a teacher in
a Christian school coming from the gardener community, es-

tablished the first nhon-Brahmin social organization that em-
phasized education for the masses and advocated reduction
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of Brahmin ritual power. Significantly, Phule educated his
childless wife, Savitri, and made her a role model. Savitri
started teaching other women in a school although passers-
by often abused her for this radical behaviour by pelting stones
and shouting obscenities. Over the years, Jyotiba estab-
lished many schools for untouchables and women and emerged
as a creative pioneer in mass education.

"Interestingly, when the Prince of Wales visited India in
1889, he was greeted with signs:

“Tell the grandma we are a happy nation.
"But 19 crores are without education."” %5
